79-4,230 and 79-4,232, Revised Statutes Supplement, 1992;

Be it enacted by the people of the State of Nebraska,

Section l. That section 79-4,230, Revised Statutes
Supplement, 1992, be amended to read as follows:

79-4,230. (l) Each school district, in consultation with the
State Department of Education, shall develop for incorporation into all
phases of the cumiculum of grades kindergarten through twelve a
multicuttural education program.

(2) The department shall create and distribute
recommended multicultural education curriculum guidelines to all school
districts. Each district shall create its own multicultural education
program based on such recommended guidelines.
