A BILL FOR AN ACT relating to the Uniform Controlled Substances Act; to1

amend sections 28-405 and 28-416, Revised Statutes Supplement, 2023;2

to change provisions relating to controlled substances schedules; to3

harmonize provisions; and to repeal the original sections.4

Be it enacted by the people of the State of Nebraska,5
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Section 1. Section 28-405, Revised Statutes Supplement, 2023, is1

amended to read:2

activity such as the following: Delta 1 cis or trans tetrahydrocannabinol1

and their optical isomers, excluding dronabinol in a drug product2

approved by the federal Food and Drug Administration; Delta 6 cis or3

trans tetrahydrocannabinol and their optical isomers; and Delta 3,4 cis4

or trans tetrahydrocannabinol and its optical isomers. Since nomenclature5

of these substances is not internationally standardized, compounds of6

these structures shall be included regardless of the numerical7

designation of atomic positions covered. Tetrahydrocannabinols does not8

include cannabidiol contained in a drug product approved by the federal9

Food and Drug Administration;10

(28) (27) Any material, compound, mixture, or preparation containing12

any quantity of synthetically produced cannabinoids as listed in13

subdivisions (A) through (L) of this subdivision, including their salts,14

isomers, salts of isomers, and nitrogen, oxygen, or sulfur-heterocyclic15

analogs, unless specifically excepted elsewhere in this section. Since16

nomenclature of these synthetically produced cannabinoids is not17

internationally standardized and may continually evolve, these structures18

or compounds of these structures shall be included under this19

subdivision, regardless of their specific numerical designation of atomic20

positions covered, so long as it can be determined through a recognized21

method of scientific testing or analysis that the substance contains22

properties that fit within one or more of the following categories:23

(A) Tetrahydrocannabinols: Meaning tetrahydrocannabinols naturally24

contained in a plant of the genus cannabis (cannabis plant), as well as25

synthetic equivalents of the substances contained in the plant, or in the26

resinous extractives of cannabis, sp. and/or synthetic substances,27

derivatives, and their isomers with similar chemical structure and28

pharmacological activity such as the following: Delta 1 cis or trans29

tetrahydrocannabinol, and their optical isomers; Delta 6 cis or trans30

tetrahydrocannabinol, and their optical isomers; Delta 3,4 cis or trans31
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tetrahydrocannabinol, and its optical isomers. This subdivision does not1

include cannabidiol contained in a drug product approved by the federal2

imprisoned not to exceed five days; and13

(c) For the third and all subsequent offenses, be guilty of a Class14

IIIA misdemeanor, receive a citation, be fined five hundred dollars, and15

be imprisoned not to exceed seven days.16

(14) Any person convicted of violating this section, if placed on17

probation, shall, as a condition of probation, satisfactorily attend and18

complete appropriate treatment and counseling on drug abuse provided by a19

program authorized under the Nebraska Behavioral Health Services Act or20

other licensed drug treatment facility.21

(15) Any person convicted of violating this section, if sentenced to22

the Department of Correctional Services, shall attend appropriate23

treatment and counseling on drug abuse.24

(16) Any person knowingly or intentionally possessing a firearm25

while in violation of subsection (1) of this section shall be punished by26

the next higher penalty classification than the penalty prescribed in27

subsection (2), (7), (8), (9), or (10) of this section, but in no event28

shall such person be punished by a penalty greater than a Class IB29

felony.30

(17) A person knowingly or intentionally in possession of money used31
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or intended to be used to facilitate a violation of subsection (1) of1

this section shall be guilty of a Class IV felony.2

(18) In addition to the existing penalties available for a violation3

of subsection (1) of this section, including any criminal attempt or4

conspiracy to violate subsection (1) of this section, a sentencing court5

may order that any money, securities, negotiable instruments, firearms,6

conveyances, or electronic communication devices as defined in section7

28-833 or any equipment, components, peripherals, software, hardware, or8

accessories related to electronic communication devices be forfeited as a9

part of the sentence imposed if it finds by clear and convincing evidence10

adduced at a separate hearing in the same prosecution, following11

conviction for a violation of subsection (1) of this section, and12

conducted pursuant to section 28-1601, that any or all such property was13

derived from, used, or intended to be used to facilitate a violation of14

subsection (1) of this section.15

(19) In addition to the penalties provided in this section:16

(a) If the person convicted or adjudicated of violating this section17

is eighteen years of age or younger and has one or more licenses or18

permits issued under the Motor Vehicle Operator's License Act:19

(i) For the first offense, the court may, as a part of the judgment20

of conviction or adjudication, (A) impound any such licenses or permits21

for thirty days and (B) require such person to attend a drug education22

class;23

(ii) For a second offense, the court may, as a part of the judgment24

of conviction or adjudication, (A) impound any such licenses or permits25

for ninety days and (B) require such person to complete no fewer than26

twenty and no more than forty hours of community service and to attend a27

drug education class; and28

(iii) For a third or subsequent offense, the court may, as a part of29

the judgment of conviction or adjudication, (A) impound any such licenses30

or permits for twelve months and (B) require such person to complete no31
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fewer than sixty hours of community service, to attend a drug education1

class, and to submit to a drug assessment by a licensed alcohol and drug2

counselor; and3

(b) If the person convicted or adjudicated of violating this section4

is eighteen years of age or younger and does not have a permit or license5

issued under the Motor Vehicle Operator's License Act:6

(i) For the first offense, the court may, as part of the judgment of7

conviction or adjudication, (A) prohibit such person from obtaining any8

permit or any license pursuant to the act for which such person would9

otherwise be eligible until thirty days after the date of such order and10

(B) require such person to attend a drug education class;11

(ii) For a second offense, the court may, as part of the judgment of12

conviction or adjudication, (A) prohibit such person from obtaining any13

permit or any license pursuant to the act for which such person would14

otherwise be eligible until ninety days after the date of such order and15

(B) require such person to complete no fewer than twenty hours and no16

more than forty hours of community service and to attend a drug education17

class; and18

(iii) For a third or subsequent offense, the court may, as part of19

the judgment of conviction or adjudication, (A) prohibit such person from20

obtaining any permit or any license pursuant to the act for which such21

person would otherwise be eligible until twelve months after the date of22

such order and (B) require such person to complete no fewer than sixty23

hours of community service, to attend a drug education class, and to24

submit to a drug assessment by a licensed alcohol and drug counselor.25

A copy of an abstract of the court's conviction or adjudication26

shall be transmitted to the Director of Motor Vehicles pursuant to27

sections 60-497.01 to 60-497.04 if a license or permit is impounded or a28

juvenile is prohibited from obtaining a license or permit under this29

subsection.30
