Summary of purpose and/or change: 
       LB 1120 removes an exemption from certificate of need requirements for a project 
of a federally recognized Indian tribe on tribal land. The current exemption (section 71-
5830.01) reads: “[A] certificate of need is not required for: . . . (3) A project of a 
federally recognized Indian tribe to be located on tribal lands within the exterior 
boundaries of the State of Nebraska where a determination has been made by the 
tribe’s governing body that the cultural needs of the tribe’s members cannot be 
adequately met by existing facilities if such project has been approved by the tribe’s 
governing body.” 

 

 

Explanation of amendments, if any: 
The committee amendment (AM 2328) maintains the tribal CON exemption but 

requires additionally that the tribe have a self-determination agreement in place with 
the federal Bureau of Indian Affairs and the federal Indian Health Service for the 
proposed facility so that costs for enrolled members of the tribe who are served at the 
facility are reimbursed solely with federal funds.
