Summary of purpose and/or change:

The bill requires that reports relating to the adoption and promulgation of rules
and regulations relating to the implementation of Medicaid state plan amendments or
waivers must be provided by the department at least 60 days prior to the beginning of

a regular session of the Legislature.

The bill also permits the department to implement the following limits under the
Medicaid program by rule and regulation: (1)a limit of one pair of eyeglasses every two
years; (2) a limit of one hearing aid every four years; (3) a one-thousand-dollar annual
limit for dental services; (4) an annual limit of twelve chiropractic visits; and (5) an
annual limit of sixty outpatient medical rehabilitation visits, defined as physical therapy,

occupational therapy, and speech therapy.

Explanation of amendments, if any:

The committee amendment (AM 2630) replaces the bill as introduced and
requires the department to report proposed Medicaid changes to the Governor and the
Legislature no later than December 15 before the next regular session of the

Legislature.
