Summary of purpose and/or changes:

Legislative findings would state that bullying dipts a school’s ability to educate students and
threatens public safety by creating an atmospmewehich such behavior can escalate into
violence.

Legislative Bill 205 would create a new section aeine “bullying” as any ongoing pattern of
physical, verbal, or electronic abuse on schooperty, school bus stops, in school vehicles or at
school sponsored events and activities. It woetplire all school districts to develop and adopt
a policy concerning bullying prevention and edumati School districts would be required to
review such a policy annually.

Section 79-267 which defines student conduct tbhastitutes grounds for long-term suspension,
expulsion or mandatory reassignment subject t@tbeedural provisions of the Student
Discipline Act would be amended to include engagmbullying as defined in Legislative Bill
205.
