LB 299 does the following:

Section 1 Allows the Nebraska Game and Parks Commission to designate itself as an agent
and collect the fee to issue permits and stamps; and allows the commission to
charge up to $2.00 for the clerical work of issuing the license, permit, or stamp
and collecting the fees.

The Committee amendment requires the Game and Parks Commission to promulgate rules and
regulations for trapping in the county road right-of-way, and states that those rules and
regulations can include requirements, notification, identification and trapping methods. It also
defines county road right-of-way for purposes of this section.
