LEGISLATIVE RESOLUTION 110

Introduced by Pahls, 31;

PURPOSE: The purpose of this resolution is to study whether
amendments should be recommended to the Small Employer Health
Insurance Availability Act, Neb. Rev. Stat. sections 44-5223 to
44-5267. The study should include a review of issues raised during
consideration of LB 378 (Pahls), which is currently pending in the
Banking, Commerce and Insurance Committee. LB 378 proposes to amend
the Small Employer Health Insurance Availability Act to provide
that a small employer carrier would not be required to offer a
health benefit plan that is specifically tailored for a bona fide
association to any small employer who is not a member of the
association. In order to carry out the purpose of this resolution,
the study committee should seek and consider the input of the
Department of Insurance and interested persons as the committee
deems necessary and beneficial.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MEMBERS OF THE ONE
HUNDREDTH LEGISLATURE OF NEBRASKA, FIRST SESSION:

1. That the Banking, Commerce and Insurance Committee of
the Legislature shall be designated to conduct an interim study to
carry out the purposes of this resolution.

2. That the committee shall upon the conclusion of

its study make a report of its findings, together with its
