LEGISLATIVE RESOLUTION 165

Introduced by McGill, 26;
PURPOSE: To examine the service needs of victims of domestic
violence, sexual assault, and stalking and identify cost-effective
system enhancements for prevention and intervention. The study
shall include, but not be limited to, examination of:

(1) Underserved victim populations and unmet needs;

(2) Opportunities for enhanced public and private
partnerships;

(3) Knowledge, attitudes, and beliefs that perpetuate or
mitigate violence and oppression;

(4) Trends and projections related to victim needs,
services, and funding;

(5) Cost-benefit analysis of various victim services;

(6) Offender treatment;

(7) Services for children who are victims or witnesses;
and

(8) Changing victim and program support needs including,
but not limited to, training and technical support.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MEMBERS OF THE ONE
HUNDREDTH LEGISLATURE OF NEBRASKA, FIRST SESSION:

1. That the Health and Human Services Committee of the

Legislature shall be designated to conduct an interim study to
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carry out the purposes of this resolution.
2. That the committee shall upon the conclusion of
its study make a report of its findings, together with its

recommendations, to the Legislative Council or Legislature.
