LEGISLATIVE RESOLUTION 175

Introduced by Christensen, 44; Louden, 49;

PURPOSE: To examine every major river and stream in Nebraska with
respect to stream flow. This study shall identify areas of surplus
and shortages currently present in each of these major rivers and
streams and compare their current stream flows to their historical
stream flows. This study shall also include, but not be limited
to, identifying municipal well fields near rivers and streams where
shortages exist, to assess the feasibility of slowing the stream
flow to help with recharge in shortage areas, and identifying
possible techniques to accomplish greater recharge.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MEMBERS OF THE ONE
HUNDREDTH LEGISLATURE OF NEBRASKA, FIRST SESSION:

1. That the Natural Resources Committee of the
Legislature shall be designated to conduct an interim study to
carry out the purposes of this resolution.

2. That the committee shall upon the conclusion of
its study make a report of its findings, together with its

recommendations, to the Legislative Council or Legislature.
