LEGISLATIVE RESOLUTION 359

Introduced by Raikes, 25.
PURPOSE: To review recent changes to Nebraska’s statewide
assessment statutes and the Quality Education Accountability Act
and to evaluate models for implementing statewide assessment. The
Education Committee of the Legislature may conduct a study of the
following:

(1) Explore models of statewide assessment from other
states;

(2) Review practices of local assessment developed in
Nebraska by school districts, educational service units, assessment
consortia, or other joint efforts by school districts;

(3) Examine the wuse of online assessment or other
computer-based assessment;

(4) Consider the appropriate use of student assessment
data for policy making purposes; and

(5) Study other student assessment-related issues as
appropriate.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MEMBERS OF THE ONE
HUNDREDTH LEGISLATURE OF NEBRASKA, SECOND SESSION:

1. That the Education Committee of the Legislature shall
be designated to conduct an interim study to carry out the purposes

of this resolution.
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2. That the committee shall upon the conclusion of
its study make a report of its findings, together with its

recommendations, to the Legislative Council or Legislature.
