PURPOSE: To study and develop a plan for implementation of

mandatory alcoholic liquor server training for employees of retail

liquor licensees in Nebraska. The study shall include, but not

be limited to: An analysis of the methods available for mandatory

training; the standards that should be required for mandatory

training; the costs associated with implementation of mandatory

training; the duties and preparations the Nebraska Liquor Control

Commission must complete to implement mandatory training; the

retail licensees for whom training would be required; the time

frame necessary to implement mandatory training; the certification

and reporting requirements that will be required; and the statutory

changes necessary to implement such training.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MEMBERS OF THE ONE

HUNDREDTH LEGISLATURE OF NEBRASKA, SECOND SESSION:

1. That the Judiciary and General Affairs Committees of

the Legislature shall be designated to conduct a joint interim

study to carry out the purposes of this resolution.

2. That the committees shall upon the conclusion of

their study make a report of their findings, together with their
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recommendations, to the Legislative Council or Legislature.
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
