LEGISLATIVE RESOLUTION 93

Introduced by Erdman, 47;

PURPOSE: To examine implications for the future structure,

development, and progress of agricultural production in Nebraska

arising from the ruling of the United States Court of Appeals for

the Eighth Circuit in Jones v. Gale, No. 06-1308, holding Article

XII, section 8, of the Constitution of Nebraska, to be invalid

and enjoined. The study shall seek to identify policy instruments

available to the Legislature and the people of Nebraska, including,

as appropriate, but not necessarily limited to or requiring,

modification of Article XII, section 8, of the Constitution of

Nebraska, in order to foster and enhance legal, social, and

economic conditions in Nebraska consistent with and which advance

state interests and policy objectives relevant to the structure,

development, and progress of agricultural production in Nebraska.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MEMBERS OF THE ONE

HUNDREDTH LEGISLATURE OF NEBRASKA, FIRST SESSION:

1. That the Agriculture Committee of the Legislature

shall be designated to conduct an interim study to carry out the

purposes of this resolution.

2. That the committee shall upon the conclusion of

its study make a report of its findings, together with its

recommendations, to the Legislative Council or Legislature.
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
