The Family Military Leave Act would allow the sp@assand parents of military service members
to take between fifteen and thirty days of unpe#/e during the time federal or state
deployment orders are in effect.

Any employer employing between fifteen and fifty@oyees would be required to provide up
to fifteen days of unpaid leave, and an employepleying more than fifty employees would be
required to provide up to thirty days of unpaidviea

Qualifying employees would be required to giveeatsk fourteen days notice if the leave consists
of five or more consecutive work days.

Employers would have the right to require certtiiea from the proper military authorities to
verify employees’ eligibility for this leave.
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
