Summary of purpose and/or changes:

LB 1015 creates the Interstate Compact on the Agreement Among the States to Elect the President by National Popular
Vote. The compact will become effective when states cumulatively possessing a majority of the electoral votes have
enacted this compact.

The chief election official of each member state will designate the presidential slate with the largest national popular vote
total as the national popular vote winner. The presidential elector certifying official of each member state will certify the
appointment in that official's own state of the elector slate nominated in that state in association with the national popular
vote winner.

Each state which has adopted the compact will make a determination of the number of popular votes cast in the state
and communicate that determination to each other member state.

The compact outlines the procedure in the event of a tie and gives the presidential national popular vote winner the
power to nominate the presidential electors in some circumstances.
