Summary of purpose and/or changes:
LB 386  would have eliminated all sales tax exemptions,  suspended certain motor vehicle taxes and fees for a period of
time, reduced the state sales tax rate for a period of time, altered the sales tax collection fee, and reduced the corporate
income tax rate to zero.  Property taxpayers were to receive a credit equal to their full liability under the bill for a period
of time. The reduction in the taxes made by LB 386 was assumed to be paid for by the removal of exemptions in the
sales tax code.
