Summary of purpose and/or changes:
LB 52 changes the employment qualifications for county veteran service offices. 
 
County veteran service officers and members of the county veterans service committees will be required to have served
on active duty in the armed forces of the United States.  Current law requires these employees to have served during a
time of conflict as defined in section 80-401.01.

All personnel, except clerical and special help, of the county veterans service offices will be required to have served on
active duty in the armed forces of the United States and have received an honorable discharge.  Current law requires
them to have served during a time of conflict and have received discharge of general (under honorable conditions).
 
 
Explanation of amendments:
The committee amendment changes the qualifications for personnel, except clerical and special help, of the county
veterans service offices to allow such persons to be discharged or otherwise separated with a characterization of
general (under honorable conditions).  This is the current job qualification for these positions, and the committee
amendment reinstates that qualification.
