The following constitutes the reasons for this bill and the purposes which are sought to be
accomplished thereby:

LB 208 would establish a violation of the Insurance Fraud Act and create the crime of
committing a fraudulent insurance act for any person or entity that knowingly and with the intent
to defraud or deceive provides false, incomplete, or misleading information to an insurer
concerning the number, location, or classification of employees for the purpose of lessening or
reducing the premium otherwise chargeable for workers' compensation insurance coverage.
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
