Summary of purpose and/or changes:
LB 419 prohibits expenditures by an agent or independent contractor unless the expenditures are made with the consent
of the committee.

Similarly, an expenditure will not be made by a person gathering petition signatures on behalf of another unless the
expenditure is made with the consent of the ballot question committee.

Current law prohibits such expenditures unless the expenditure is reported by the committee as if the expenditure was
made directly by the committee or unless the agent or independent contractor files an agent's expenditure report.  LB
419 eliminates the language regarding the requirement to file an agent's report and the language requiring the
committee to file a report of the expenditure.
