Summary of purpose and/or changes:
LB 805 would make the following changes to Nebraska Statutes:

Amends 28-1239.01 to strike the requirement that an application filed by an individual seeking a fireworks display permit
must include the applicants social security number.

Amends 28-1246 to strike the requirement that an individual seeking a license as a distributor, jobber, or retailer of
fireworks, which must be obtained before a person can sell or distribute fireworks in this state, must include the
individuals social security number.
