LEGISLATIVE RESOLUTION 342

Introduced by Fulton, 29.

WHEREAS, under his leadership, Union College doubled its enrollment

to over 1,000 students and paid down years worth of debt; and

citizens of the State of Nebraska.

SECOND LEGISLATURE OF NEBRASKA, FIRST SESSION:
