General Information 

Nebraska Revised Statutes § 81-3133: “On or before July 30, 2013, the Division of 

Children and Family Services of the Department of Health and Human Services 

shall report in writing its expenditures between April 1, 2013 and June 30, 2013, 

and the outcomes relating to such expenditures to the Appropriations 

Committee of the Legislature and the Health and Human Services Committee of 

the Legislature.  Such report shall identify any changes or movement of funds in 

excess of two hundred fifty thousand dollards relating to child welfare between 

subprograms within Budget Programs 347 and 354.” 

 

Neb. Rev. Stat. § 81-3133(1)(3) states: “It is the intent of the Legislature that 

appropriations of funds for child welfare aid be designated as a separate 

budget program beginning July 1, 2012.”  As a result, Budget Program 354 was 

established for child welfare.
