portions thereof wthout setting forth in the resolution the
condi tions, provisions, limtations, or terns of such code. Wen such
code or any such standard code or portion thereof is incorporated by
reference into any resolution, it shall have the same force and
effect as though it has been spread at large in such resolution
wi thout further or additional publication.

If there is no county resol ution adopting a plunbing code

in effect for such county, the 2009 Uniform Pl unbing Code accredited
by the American National Standards Institute shall apply to al
bui | di ngs.

Any code adopted and approved by the county board, as
provided in this section, or if there is no county resolution
adopting a plunbing code in effect for such county, the 2009 Uniform
Plunbing Code accredited by the Anerican National St andar ds
Institute, and the building permt requirenents or occupancy pernmit
requirenents inposed by such code or by sections 23-114.04 and

23-114.05, shall apply to all of the county except within the limts
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1 of any incorporated <city or village and except wthin an
2 uni ncorporated area where a city or village has been granted zoning
3 jurisdiction and is exercising such jurisdiction.

4 Nothing in this section shall be interpreted as creating
5 an obligation for the county to inspect plunbing work done within its
6 jurisdiction to determ ne conpliance with the plunbing code.
