LEGISLATIVE RESOLUTION 232

Introduced by Gloor, 35.

PURPOSE: Nebraska has workforce shortages in multiple health care

professions and needs to take advantage of every resource available to

appropriately fill those shortages. The purpose of this resolution is to

study the process of applying for and attaining health care professional

licensing when the applicant has a license, education, or credentialing

from states and schools outside of Nebraska. The issues to be studied shall

include license reciprocity of health care professionals, reactivating a

license of a health care professional, documentation or validation issues

that may arise in the application process, and other issues that may create

delays or refusal of an application.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MEMBERS OF THE ONE HUNDRED

THIRD LEGISLATURE OF NEBRASKA, FIRST SESSION:

1. That the Health and Human Services Committee of the Legislature

shall be designated to conduct an interim study to carry out the purposes

of this resolution.

2. That the committee shall upon the conclusion of its study make a

report of its findings, together with its recommendations, to the

Legislative Council or Legislature.
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
