SPEAKER: The bill is advanced. Now LB 224, I might mention
LB 224 and 253 were put on general file directly I believe with­
out a committee hearing, and they haven't been on there the
required 5 days, in accordance with the rule, if you do want
to take them up it would require a suspension of the rules,
Senator Marsh.

SENATOR MARSH: Mr. Speaker I would move that we suspend, the
rules snd deal with 224, I'm not the sponsor of 253, so I would
gust bring the one bill at this time.

SPEAKER: Senator Marsh has moved that the rules be suspended
and we take LB 224 now, is there any discussion, Senator Barnett.
