SENATOR BARNETT: A question, Mr. President, of Senator Hasebroock.
SENATOR HASEBROOCK: Yes.

SENATOR BARNETT: I didn't see anv place in the bill here where
there was anv differential between an active fireman and a
volunteer fireman, and I'm sure vou reallze that with the volunteer
fire service, I think everybody knows tals, that there are what
they classify active and soclal volunteer firemen, now does this
separate the two, the difference, or 1s thls elther one?

SENATOR HASEBROOCK: It does not.

SENATOR BARNETT: Okay.

SPEAKER: Is there further discussion? The question's been
called for, Senator Hasebroock do vou care to close?

SENATOR HASEBROOCK: No closines.

SPEAKER: The question 1s, shall the bill be advanced to EXR for
review, all those 1n favor vote aye, those oppnosed vote no. Have
you all voted?
