SPEAKER: I think a page has been dispatched and after they
check in we get a quorum we will release them again. I don' t
have to tell you to stand at ease because we never have
officially met yet, so you can do as you olease. The Clerk
w il l r e c o r d .

CLERK: A quorum present, Nr. President.

SPEAKER: Now we have a quorum, so we do have enough to c on­
duct business, but because of the nature of the bill being
discussed, we are going to try and get a few more of the
Senators here before we take action. It would be LB 179.
