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obvious to the chair. All right. Question is, the Maresh
amendment to LB 4U49. All those in favor vote aye, all those
opposed vote no. The Clerk will read.

CLERK: FReads roll call. 17 ayes, 25 nays, remainder not voting.

PRESIDENT: Ilotion is lost. Are there any other motlions, or
excuse me, are there any other amendments now to LB 4u49°?

CLERK: Yes.
PRESIDENT: Senator Maresh.
SENATOR MARESH: I move the call be ralsed.

PRESIDENT: Motion is to raise the Call. All those in favor
vote aye, all those opposed vote no. Motlon is to raise the
Call of the House. Clerk will record.

CLERK: 28 ayes, lr. President, raise the Call.
PRESIDENT: Call is raised.

CLERK: All rignht, we now have another amendment to LB 449
by Senator Richard Lewis. Reads.

PRESIDENT: Chair recognizes Senator Richard Lewis.

SENATOR R. LEWIS: Mr. Speaker, members of the Legislature,
surely this is one that we can compromise on. This leaves it
mandatory but if, those communities that would like to vote
themselves out of it and have real strong feelings on it,
this provides a mears whereby they can do this and I would
urge adoption of this amendment.

PRESIDENT: Senator Dickinson do you want to be heard on

the amendment here? That's all right, I like you being pre-
pared, I just see these lights on and I react to them. All
right, any further discussion now of Senator Richard Lewls'
amendment? Question is, shall the Lewis amendment be adopted?
All those in favor vote aye, all those opposed vote no.

You are voting now on the Lewls amendment to 449. Voting

on the Lewis amendment to 449. Motion under vote is the
Lewls amendment to 445. You need the amendment read? Okay,
have you all voted? Clerk will record. Senator Johnson
asking for Call of the House. Clerk will clear the board.
All right, the next bell indicates a Call of the House,
Senator Johnson. Sargaent at Arms will please come to the
desk. Motion 1is for a Call of the House. FHave you all
voted? Clerk will record.

CLERK: 13 ayes, 23 nays on Call of the House.

PRESIDENT: Motion for Call of the House falled.

CLERK: 21 ayes, 17 nays, Mr. President on the original motion.
PRESIDENT: I'm sorry, what was the tally?

CLERK: 21 ayes, 17 nays.

PRESIDENT: The motion prevails. We now have the Lewils amend-
ment to 449 and it has been adopted. What other amendments

do we have on the desk?

CLERK: That's all I have, Mr. President.

PRESIDENT: No other amendments. All right, then we're back

to the basic bill 449 as amended by the Lewls amendment.
