SERA OP.:!OP:;: '.Ir. President, and fellow members, I sort
of..dub1ous about criticizing this alcohol orogram but I
think the work, as far as products plants and experimental
plants, it has all been done. We'vc been doing this
for fifty years. It has always been a great critical
gimmick and we know it's uneconomic. On corn, on
."'.r. (insud1ble) producing alcohol over there, we had wet
corn. It was 504 a bushel and they had a hard time making
it pay then and if we go into full production of corn,
we' re going to deplete our soils and it is Just completely
uneconomical all the way through. It's Just short-sighted­
ness and I think a few agri-business people are probably
making a million on it and that will be all that will come
of it. The experimental work has all been done. The
product plants have been built and tried and we had the
plant over at Omaha during the war and it was mostly wet
504 corn. We didn't have corn dryers in those days and
I Just don' t..I think it is a sin to take our good food
and make alcohol out of it and burn it up in our cars
and these children runn1ng up and down the streets burning
up good corn. I think 1t is a sin.

Just wanted to make one point known. I was talking this
morning to Don Shasteen in Senator Curtis' oi'fice. I
attempted to get him all day yesterday and he was in a
meeting, they said, on a crisis and when I talked to him
this morning, he assured me and told me that they were
spending their t1me on this fuel shortage situation with
Senator Curtis and others in Washington and thev had been
at it all day yesterday and that they were at it yet today.
And he was Just able to visit with me for Just a few
moments about another subJect but I wanted to assure you
that I know they are working on it 1n Senator Curtis'
off1ce.
