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SENATOR CARPENTER: I want to amend that With the Same
suggestion, donator Wiltse, that in the case of Curtis,
Senator Lewis be a part of the committee and 1n the
case of Hiram Scott, Senator Carpenter be a part of the
committee.

PRESIDENT: Alright, are there — is there a need for
further d1scussion of those amendments to the motion?

SENATOR DUIS: Mr. President and Members of the Legislature.
I do have to suspend the rules to get th1s passed because
there has been a tremendous amount of farm damage to fanning
areas along 1n iiaxwell, Brady area in the Lincoln County
area and Senator Waldron is absent this morning, otherwise
I know he would have )oined me in this. We also have a
tremendous amount of damage in Dawson County from this and
what we' re doing here is merely asking that the Governor
give due consideration to contact1ng the Federal Government
as to whether or not they can get a disaster area in the
two counties so that these people may obtain the low interest
loans that might put them back and get some of their farmland
back in shape for this season and next season and therefore,
I would ask for a suspension of the rules and the adoption
oi the amendment, I mean the resolut1on.
