PRESIDENT: 0K, bill is returned, Senator Kime, make your
motion here on the amendment.

SENATOR KIME: I move that it be advanced to E & R for
engrossing.

PRESIDENT: We need your motion now to add the amendment.
SENATOR KIME: Do you want me to read the motion?
PRESIDENT: Just the motion now to....

SENATOR KIME: I move that this be €46 be advanced to E & R
for engrossing.

PRESIDENT: No...
SENATOR KIME: To adopt the amendment.

PRESIDENT: Thank you sir, that 1s the one. Now 1s there
further discussion of Senator Kimes amendment to the bi111?
Any further discussion? Then the question 1s shall the

Kime amendment be adopted? All those in favor vote aye,
those opposed vote no. You are voting now to adopt Senator
Kime's motion, or amendment to 646 on Select File. Have you
all voted? OK, Clerk will record.

CLERK: 30 ayes, 0 nays and 19 not voting.

PRESIDENT: OK, the Kime amendment 1s adopted. Now Senator
Kime you can make your motion to advance the bill.

SENATOR KIME: Yes, I move that LEE4LE be advanced to E & R
for engrossing.

PRESIDENT: All those in favor of the readvancing of the bill
as amended say aye, those oppcsed say no. So ordered. The
bi1ll as amended will be advanced. What else do we have on
the desk there, anything on Select File?

CLERK: Nothing...just a second, Mr. PRESIDENT, we have
another motion on LB6EUE from Senator Snyder. Read amend-
ment.

PRESIDENT: Chair recognizes Senator Snyder.

SENATOR SNYDER: Mr. President, members of the legislature,
the motion on €46 is to return it to strike the Carpenter
amendment adopted last Thursday the amendment as you may
recall allows as I understand it the Douglas County board

to establish salaries at any point in time that it would like
to. I think that the body is aware of the fact that I had

a billl introduced thls year that lowered the Douglas County
Board salaries back to $12,000 from the $15,000 that they
voted themselves. I don't know why this bill was used, I
realize that 1t 1is there and that it is up for an amendment
if somebody would like to, but I think that when there 1s a
bill introduced for that purpose we should wait until it is
taken care of. It has not been reported out of committee.

I have several pieces of correspondence here including the
Attorney Generals opinions etc. My bill seeks to take away
the privlilege of the county board of setting their own
salarles because I don't believe thnat the county board has
acted judiciously at all in handling its own salary schedules.
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
