Now Senator Carpenter and then Senator Duis.

SENATOR CARPENTER: Now, Nr. President, if there 's an expert
in this Body on public power, it's me. And what has been
said is not so. They always bring up this bugaboo about
increase 1n rates on interest. And that's a lot of nonsense.
And they' re not going to increase the rates 4$, why, because
the State of Nebraska stands back oi these bond issues to
pay every cent if the power districts don' t. And the
vex'y intent of the bonds requ1res, for example, that they have
to have the rate sufficient to do what the bond indentures
says it has to do. Now what's the crux of this whole thing
to over-simplify it2 The Nebxaska Public Power Distxict
or Company refuses, absolutely refuses, to allow anybody to
participate ox' supervise or look at their z'ate structure.
They said to everybody, you goin us, you enter 1nto a
contract for 25 years oz whatever the time might be, and you
take our word for 1t that this rate structuze is fa1r. That' s
unreasonable. I' ve tried for yeax s and that's finally the
way I left them. They conned me long enough. They don' t
mean what they say. They want the status quo. They don' t
want to do anything beyond that which they want to do.
They' re a power within themselves. Now there i s no r eason
I can see why the City of Lincoln as an illustration can't buy
power from anybody that they want to and there's no reason
why the rates in order to haul this electricity shouldn't be
supervised and accepted by someone beyond those who set the
rates. Now they say as an illustration we want you .to sign
up for 25 years. You follow us blindly. We' re nice people
and that they are. But we' re not talking about that. We' re
