PRESIDENT: Any further discussion of Senatoz Cavanaugh's
amendment. Now, Senator Keyes.

SENATOR KEYES: Nr. President, for the benefit for everybody that' s
here that's paying attention. There was a bill passed that is
really going to give the County or the city the authority to
cantrol the development of these SID Districts ln the iutuz'e.
They can't do anything, Senator Nore, with the ones that are passed.
But they can designate and make sure that they are right in the
future. I don't know what Bellevue's a..ob5ection was, but I
hope we took eaze of it. If Senator Cavanaugh's amendments are
nat opposed by the SID Dlstrclts vigorously, I cez talnly would
support l t .
