Subsect1on 2, the Governor's budget recommendation shall
1nclude recommendat1ons to correct fund1ng deficiencies
which involve all commissions, boards and agencies which
have or may have 1n the current fiscal year insufficient
funds to carry out the programs charged to such agency.
The recommendat1on shall include all necessary fund adJust­
ments 1nvolved with such insufficient funds situations.
