If you will recall last Friday, we passed non-controversial
bills here from General File to E I R and some are appearing
now for Final Reading on the 15th, which would be Nonday.
If' you will look at your worksheet, lt starts with LB33,
and runs for 14 bills to LB899. There are some more of those
same kind of bills that we adopted last Friday and they were
considered as non-controversial. They are on Final Reading
now or will be very shortly, and I am asking that they
be bracketed for a date indefinite so that sometime when
we can no longer work on General File we can devote more
time to Pinal Reading. So we want to utilize our time for
General Pile debate, budget, 703 or whatever the numbers
may be and we will stack them over on Final Reading to be
read at some collective time sometime after we can no longer
work on Qeneral File.
