SEIJATOR LAMB z Mr. Chairman, members of the Legislature.

If you own some cattle and
you want to incorporate into a family cozpozation, then this
bill removes the provision that you have to have the cattle
brand inspected before they are transferred over to your
family corporation. It does not alter the brand insoection
laws 1n other respects. It merely clarifies the fact and
simplifies the procedure in family corporations. Now thez'e
is one more line in theze that somebody might notice and
it strike on page 4, some language concerning the stray
livestock fund. This language was stricken at the request
of th auditor because this money does not belong to the
state and so it should not be invested until after 1t is
determined who the money belongs to. I move the advancement
