LB199
was introduced by myself, as a matter of fact it was
introduced last year and was carr1ed at the bottom of the
calendar and was advanced but was not passed because of
the length of time had run out. 199 allows the Executive
who 1s in a corporat1on who owns 25$ or more of the common
stock to allow himself to be om1tted from the Workmens
Compensat1on plan but he out of necessity has to do that
by December 1st and do it for the ent1re year.

The b111 itself 1s mainly meant
for those probable, maybe aerial applicators who form a
corporation 1n order to protect themselves legally or
otherwise and they do it sometimes w1th their w1fe or
another member and the rate I' ll tell you for aerial
applicators is f27 and some odd cents per ?100 of salary.
It 1s of necessity in a corporation where you work this
way that the min1mum amount that can be given to any member
there 1s f5,200 a year and the 427 a thousand for that
means that they have to pay over 41,700 in premium and as
a general rule they don't need this but they can take that
option and that is my explanation of the bill. I would
sincerely hope that we can get 25 votes.
