question it was misunderstood.

SENATOR BARNETT: Well I...without referring right to the
emergency sectlon, and you might know where that is.

SENATOR DUIS: YNo, I was just bewildered by the answer.

SENATOR BARNETT: I wouldn't think that they would use

the emergency vehlicle without some kind of headlight on it
anyway, even 1n the day time. I'm sure that if they needed
to use the vehicle, as an emergency they would use it, and
I'm sure that law enforcement officials would possible
ahdere to 1t. Because the law enforcement uses these
vehicles in an emergency .ow.

SENATOR DUIS: Well having been caught in a great emergency
right here on the edge of Lincoln several years ago when
there were hundreds stranded outside here, I know that
there were snow mobiles operating operating out there with-
out the beneflts of headlights. It was in the middle of
the afternoon, but, if you want to remaln so that they do
have to have it in a case of an emergency, I would presume
that the person would be a 1ittle reluctant to get out on
the road without one.

SENATOR BARNETT: I will certainly check on that for you and
let you know Senator Duls. If not maybe we should correct

i1t on Select, 1f it 1s not here. I would be most agreeable
to that.

PRESIDENT: The question i1s the advancement of the bill.
Kecord your vote. Record.

CLERK: 28 ayes 0 nays.

PRESIDENT: The bill is advanced. Before we take up the
A blll on this, Senator Shirley Marsh has some visitors
from Israel and Lincoln.
