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says, this law specif1cally doesn't say anything about
negotiating. Now the problem we have is that when the
Governor forgets we somet1mes ought to remind him. Th1s
will not be opening up negot1ations with the Legislature.
It will st111 be done by the Governor's negot1ating
team. It will still be done by the Governor's negotiatinv.
team and the Leg1slature w111 have only the rat1fication
approval of that contract. This only reminds the Governor
of what the law 1s and takes away all his obJections that
he has had to fairly negotiat1ng wages, hours and workinv
conditions. If the Governor doesn't want to make any
improvements in wages, hours and work1ng cond1tions, al l
he has to say 1s I w111 not negotiate this point but
right now he throws the responsib1lity back at the
Legislature saying that we have not clarif1ed his respon­
sibility. This amendment only clar1f1es the Governor' s
responsibility, the Governor's negotiating team's respon­
sib111ty and prevents him from throwing that respons1bil­
ity back to the Legislature. It does not make any chances
in the law. It is not important. All it does is remind
the Governor who sometimes forgets that it 1s his respon­
sibility to do what 1s r1ght and negotiate with these
employees. If he doesn't want to do what is right, then
he doesn't have to. That 1s totally within the negotiating
process but at least he won't be able to throw it back in
our faces and say that we have not said that he could do
i t . Th a n k y o u .
