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they use the total communication but it is different. Total
communicat1on there 1s where the teacher uses both methods,
both the oral method and s1gn language, but the student can
only respond by the oral method. The student can only respond
by the oral method. They can not use sign language back. Now
what does this mean? This means that when the student grad­
uates from that particular learning center that their chances
of going out 1nto society and having an intell1gent conversat­
ion with anybody in this room are greatly increased because
they have used the oral method and they have used lip reading
and they are morel1kely to be able to converse with us than
they would be in our school system here. So what Senator
Stoney is saying is let's emphasize this point. L et us e mphasi ze
the fact that we would like to have them pr1marily be concerned
with the oral method, the lip reading method, he does n ot e x ­
clude the sign language but he is saying that where ever feasible
lets put the emphasis on this. Now, Senator Lewis is very con­
cerned about the fac: that the legislature appears to be meddling
in a concern that many of us have. Senator Lewis, you may be
right, but I am concerned. I know that Senator Stoney has
received a lot of phone calls, he spend a lot of time, and I
have spend some time about this fact and it is my belief that
if we are truly obligated doing the best possible job to these
people, and that 1s what I an saying to Senator Marsh you
expressed our obligation, I think that our obligation is to
these kids and to the parents. I say that the best possible
)ob that we can do is by adopting the Stoney amendment. I
therefore would support it and ask yours too.
