SENATOR F. LEWIS: Mr. President, as you know from the meet-
ing late yesterday afternoon, if one can call that a meeting,
we were on 273. I had offered an amendment to specifically
delineate the Colosseum to be specifically named for Coach Bok
Devaney. The thing got a 1little out of hand, particularly in
terms of patience and we want to get that back into proper
perspective. Senator Chambers who, is the most vociferous
opponent of this, has maintained hls usual good, calm spirit
and, of course, I plan to do so in spite of some of Senator
Chambers' very superficial arguments. Today I come prepared
to ask you to adopt my amendment and move the bill forward.

I think 1t is befitting that I wore the green so the Irish
would vote with me. Senator Venditte brought me a little
nomemade Italian bread, so I ought to pickup the Italians.

I have a Polish symbol here which I want you to know I truly
respect also, so I might pick up that. I got something for
you Maresi, but I assume you would not want me to mention it
on the floor at this time. Mr. President, I think that the
issue here is to name the Colosseum for Bob Devaney. 1 have
addressed that 1ssue. I told you the reason the bill is here.
First of all I'm not trying to change the name of a facility
that we have to something else, The only reason I bring the
bill before you now is we did build the Colosseum, 1t 1s now
time to name 1t. The name I think that many, many, many
people want is Bob Devaney because Bob Devaney, for the last
decade and a half has been symbolic with Nebraska and Nebraska
athletics. We heard some very interesting names yesterday.

We had some concern about taking too much time with this issue.
The 1ssue was not meant to be time consuming. I've asked you
for a simple amendment to do that. Now if there are those
that wish to kill the bill, that is what you do. 1If you want
to amend it and play those funny games, that's okay too. I've
got plenty of time.
