SPEAKER LUEDTKE: All right, we will proceed then w1th
the second 1tem on spec1al order today, LB 33, for one
hour's debate and the Cha1r recogn1zes, well, let's get
LB 33 read, title read first, and then we w111 recognize
S enator K o c h .

CLERK: LB 33. Read title. Mr. President, there are a
series of amendments.

SPEAKER LUEDTKE: Committee amendments?

CLERK: Mrs. Marsh asks unanimous consent to add her name.
There are comm1ttee amendments by Senator Frank Lewis

SPEAKER LUEDTKE: Before I recognize Senator Lewis, I
would like to recognize a group that 1s Just coming 1n
in the South balcony, 22 sen1ors and a teacher from Risinz
City, Nebraska, Larry Taylor, teacher, South balcony, from
Senator Schmit's D1strict. Would you please be recornized
those of you from Rising City. Welcome to your Legislature.
Now the Chair will recogn1ze Senator Frank Lewis on the
Committee amendments to LB 33.

SENATOR F. LEWIS: Mr. President, members of the Legislature,
the committee does not have substantive amendments to LB33.
We do have one and 1t is in the spirit of cooperation,
Senator Lamb, that we advance this particular amendment.
There was some concern about the sparsity factor in dis­
tribution of state a1d. Senator Lamb proposed an amendment
that prov1des that in calculating the sparsity factor that
that would be done on a school district basis rather than
a county bas1s. I bel1eve that is a fair approach and I
bel1eve it is a fa1r amendment and it 1s in your b111 book
to provide for more state aid .or those districts with
acute problems 1n terms of' sparsity. This is one in a
series of attempts on the part of the comm1ttee to f1nd
a solution to mak1ng this b111 fair, as fair as poss1ble,
to all districts and I would urge that in order to help
those small distr1cts that do have a sparsity populat1on
problem that they may count and use those census based on
school districts rather than county and I urge the adoption
of the amendment.
