PRESIDENT: h ank you. The Chair recognizes Senator
Chambers.

SENATOR CHAMBERS: Mr. Chairman and memters of the Committee,
LB 62 as drafted is a b111 calling for the election of
Douglas County Commissioners by District. Due to an
inadvertence in the drafting 1t requires or calls eo a
nonpartisan election. During the Committee c onsider a t i o n
of the bill, an amendment was adopted which would reta1n
the part1sanship aspect to the elections 1n Douglas Countv.
With this correction, there was no opposition to th1s bill
by the Douglas County Board. Now when this b111 is brought
to the floor, as I believe it will be, 1t is u nder stood b v
everybody involved that the amendment which was adopted
in the committee will be adopted on the floor requirinp
the election to rema1n on a partisanship bas1s. ~he hill
1s easy to be understood. There are five commissioners.
They w111 be elected from Districts and on a partisansh1o
basis and I move that this b111 be brought to the eloor
of the Legislature.

PRESIDENT: Senator Newell.

SENATOR NEWELL: Mr. President and members of' the body, I
r1se to support Senator Chambers' motion to brine this
bill from the committee. Senator Chambers ment'oned that
the committee had not taken any action on this but I think
1t is an important b111 that ought to be brought before
the full Leg1slature. I would like to expla1n Just a counle
of things, that the Douglas County Board voted in f'avor of
this b111, 1n favor of the change to d1strict e ect1ons,
four to one. Douglas County 1s one of the few c ount i e s 1 n
the State of Nebraska that does not elect 1t bv distr1ct
and 1t 1s also the largest county in the State of' Nebraska
by populat1on and there 1s a need, I th1nk, a grea t n e e d
to do this and I also mention one more point t'hat unlike
Senator Chambers' bill to make C1ty Council of Omaha
elected by district, there is no city charter. Thi L s
not the rape of any charter or anything like .hat . mn1s
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
