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before it ever goes into affect it is probably going to be
completely rewritten. That would be my recommendation.

SE:JATOR BARRETT: If you want to do that today, we could
do ' t oday and eliminate .....but I would like to ado one
thing before you do that John and that is, fir. President,
the rewrite that might be a question before s ome of t he
body has come about since the code has been written there
has een Supreme Court decision come out on this section
of law and that is why the change is n eeded. li o w a l s o
you will have this from now until doomsday on interpzezation
of any code of the code that we have on the statutes today
or the criminal code. .here will be people in here
attempting to change it all of the time. I would say that
if there is no ob!ection, if there is no obJection in th's
body that you can look through Article 11 over night and
we will consider that Article ll will be passed with tne
code, with the understanding and I am stating it here in
the record, that it will be rewritten during the int rim
and brought up to date with the Supreme Couz't decisions wit s
the help of the Attorney Seneral which I think might be of
interest to some of you who think that some people az'e not
interested in this revision, he is interested in it, as man;
other people are. If there is no obJection I would say that
we have covered the original 13 sections o f t h i s L B 3 8 and
with that we would start with general amendments to B38
whenever '/ince or the Speaker says that they are r eady . I f

hear no obJections that is the way that it will stand.

PRESIDERT: There is nothing before us Senatoz Ba r n e t t .

CLERK: Nr. President 483 we brought up yesterday and laid
the bill over.

SE:1ATOR C'i LAV: Let me check....let me leave that on tne
bottom of Select File and I' ll check on it if that is al r i g h . .

CLERK: Alright 398 there are no E & R amendments. There
is an amendment offered by Senator Newell.

PRESIDE.'IT: 39 Senator. It is the second one found on
Select File.

CLI RK: This is your amendment found on pa,.;e 1282. Read
amendment.

PRESIDE:JT: Senator qewell.
