standards that we have because they have already been looked
at and have received accreditatlion. With those remarks if
Senator Lamb is stlll concerned about it I'm going to remove
my objectlion.

SPEAXER LUEDTKE: If there are no obJections the bill will be
laid over on Select Flle. Senator Marsh stlll objects so we
willl need 2 motion, 1s there a motion? Alright a rotion before
any further discussion on the motion, the motion is to lay over
LB486. All those in favor vote aye, those opposed vote nay.

Have you all voted? This wlll require 25 votes. Record the
vote.
