It simply raises the penalty when there
is a crime against a person, and the victim is 65 years o ld o r
older, whatever the penalty would be for that crime, this amend­
ment would raise the penalty one notch. W e, who are acqua i n t e d
and in sympathy with the elderly, recognize t hem as " defense l e s s
citizens". It would appear to me, and I hope to you, that
this part of our population, our citizenry, needs extra pro­
tection rrom the beatings and the purse s natch i ng , a n d t he
rapes that are perpetuated against them strictly because they
cannot run, they cannot hide, they cannot defend themselves.
The amendment is simple to understand. I encourage your
s upport .

It sounds simple,
but who is to say that snatching the purse of an active 65
year old is any really worse than snatching the purse of a
64 year o l d w h o ha s a b ro k e n h i p , a nd who i s o n c r ut c h e s .
