SPEAKER LUEDTKE: The Chair recognizes Senator Chambers.

Members of' the Legislature,
the reason for this amendment that I am offering to
Senator Bereuter's motion is so that we can get to the
issues that we feel are very important and essential to
each of us. I think with some of the committee priorities
as they have been called a maJority of the committee did
not vote for those priority bills. But I am wondering
if even on the one that Senator Bereuter is talking ahout
a maJority. of the committee went for that particular hill.
When. we were...can you all hear? They can hear. !/hat
was that, Senator Stoney? Oh, he said unfortunately. Rut
whenever we have something which is a greater load than
we can carry, it is unfortunate that that load is put on
us but I will try to soften it up sose. But in reality,
there is nothing sanctified about the committee bills
that were the bills that came out of committees as priority.
Because of what the Speaker was attempting to do, there was
no choice but for certain of the committees they felt to
come up with a priority bill.

Me oarti­
cular measure that Senator Bereuter has in mind is o+ lmoor­
tance to him but there are some questions about the way
that bill got to the floor anyway that have never been
resolved in my mind so I am not in a position at this time
to say that taking committee bills, which were named as
priority committee bills, was done in a fair and proper
and equitable manner, but if we get to the bills that the
individuals have taken, the only one responsible for select­
ing that bill and making it a choice is the individual whose
name is attached to it as a prioritv measure. I think that
lf we are going to deviate from the Speaker's order again,
and we are toward the end of the session now, we ought to
go ahead and make it a matter where each individual can
try to have his or her bill placed in a position where it
can be acted on this session. I know of efforts underfoot
now by certain individuals, and I will Join the parade,
to have their bills, their individual priorities, put into
a position where they can be acted on. Okay, is it back'?
