SE:lATOR WARNER: This is the intent language accompanying
LB 543. So the impact of this does not relate to dollars,
but to directions to the Board of Regents for this. The
f'irst amendment refers to the fact that there were amounts
put into the appropriation bill in r,he amount of $65,033
and 768,000, which replaced student fees for where they were
used for educational programs. A comparable thing was con­
sidered, I believe, for other institutions as well. But this
merely put" into rhe intent language that that money is con­
tained in the appropriation bill so there is no question
about now they were r.o be used, or whether or not it was in
tnere. Then there is the same kind of language directed to
U:IO, wnere some students fee money has been used for educa­
tional ratirer than student services. That is earmarked at
S38,700. That is in the appropriation bill. Then the next
smendnent deals with the Ned College. They Irave nad the issu.

Some of you, I'm sure, have been visiterl with ". elative
to the possibility of lapsed federal funds. Congress has
not acted as yet. The anticipation is that in all probability,
at leao the best information we have is that in all probabi­
lity f'ederal funds will not lapse, but will be given to the
state, or at least an approximate figure. The next amendment
