tnose additlienal funds were used..opportunity to reallocate
tne priority on those funds. We recall that the Governor
presented to us, when he talked to the Legislature with nis
budget message, his concern about some of the operation at
tne iled Center. We have a new Chancellor coming in, who I
understand 1is an excellent individual. I think before we, perhans,
add funds in large amounts, and this is not all that large,
but when we add funds in large anounts to the Med Center we
ought to give this new Chancellor the opportunity to review
that operation and make recommendations a comingz year. I
have the feeling that he's golng to suggest reallocation of
funds. I have a suspicion that he'll change some cf tie
administrative praectices. I think he probably will bring
some efficlencies that willl be beneficial to the state and

to the Mad Center itself. 1 do not celieve he needs this
additlonal $150,000 to accomplish those things. 1In fact, I
nave a gut feeling he probably can accomplish it better witn-
out it because he has then anexcuse,if that 1s what he needs,
to make some adjustments because some funds were not there.
Again, I can appreciate the importance of family service prac-
tice, as we all do. But I, personally, believe that tnat
activity will not be hurt if these funds are not appropriated,
that the opportunity to reallocate 1s there. 1I'd ursge the
body not to adopt the amendment.
