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SPEAKER LUEDTKE: Chair recognizes Senator Clark.

SENATOR CLARK: Thank you Mr. President. 1I'd like to ask a
juestion of Senator Warner, please.

SPEAKER LUEDTKE: Senator Warner, will you respond.

SENATCR CLARK: Senator Warner, in your amendment what does
a city planning commission have to report? Would they have
the same reporting as a county planning commission?

SENATCR WARNER: Yes.

SENATOR CLARK: You dldn't specifically specify anytning
less?

SENATOR WARNER: No.

SENATOR CLARK: Thank you. I couldn't possioly vote for

thls blll when you put the city planning commissions' into
it. The reason being that I'm from Cheyenne County. The
wnole Planning Commission of Cheyenne County quit en masse.
They did not misinterpret tne bill as Senator Simon would
nave you believe. They had a form to fill out. They didn't
do it hastily. They went over the entire form and said we're
getting nothing for this Job, we get no thanks, we only get
the butt end of the jokes here, and we're not going to take
it and have to fill anything else out and disclose. It isn't
tnat they nave anything to hide, it's the fact that they 're
not going to possibly fill out that kind of stuff. The bad
thing about this legislation, the bad thing about the Sunshine
Act 1s tnat you assume everyone working for the public is
crooked. That is the first assumption. You're going to cure
it by having someone fill ocut forms. How silly can that be.
It's Just about as silly to vote for things,to get other
people into it, in order to kick the bill out later. If you
really want to get everyone into it and 2t this thing dis-
turved, you're going to get the city planning commission in
it. They get no money anyway. What is going to happen is
they're going to quit en masse. I surpose there are those
idiots that would serve on those bcards that have absolutely
no knowledge of what they're doing. We're going to have
chaos in tnis state only because someone calls, such as Com-
mon Cause, and says that everyone 1s crooked and the public
nas a right to know. I've been Vice Chairman of the Conflicts
of Interest Committee. We've collected from everyone in nere
wnere they get their incomes. I don't know of anyone that
has ever come in and looked at the records. If you want to
spend two or tnree million dollars to collect records, and
then build a warehouse to put tnem in, and no one is going

to look at them, I think that Sunshine Act is just about as
erazy as anytning. TIt's not going to make anyone hnonest.

If your assumption is that publiec servants are dishonest, we
snould have a simple bill then and put in there that all pub-
lic servants have to be honest. It will have Just as much
affect as this darn Sunshine thing. Thank you.
