The rest of LB 186 deals with procedural
problems and, frankly, we may get hung up eorever and not
solve these problems unless we take the sunshine act out
and rut it where it belongs, take it out of this o xxibus
bill, the same amendments are pendinz that are now already
found on LB 186. I ask f' or your anproval of this amendment.
